The Telecommunications Equipment Purchase Program (TEPP) is a program that
helps people with disabilities to buy specialized equipment they need in order to use
basic telephone services. Financial assistance is provided to help offset the cost.

TEPP is funded by the Wisconsin Universal Service Fund (USF), established by the
Public Service Commission of Wisconsin (PSC). Services made possible through the
USF are funded by Wisconsin telephone providers which helps pay for the equipment.

To receive financial assistance for purchasing telecommunications equipment, an
application must be submitted for approval. To be eligible, you must also meet all of
the following criteria:

The qualified amount is based on your disability. You must first identify on the
application form your disability category. This will determine which voucher amount
you are eligible for. Vouchers are mailed once the application is approved.

What if I can't afford the S100 co-pay?

The Telecommunications Assistance Program (TAP) may be able to pay the
$100 co-pay. TAP is a funding program of the Office for the Deaf and Hard

of Hearing (Department of Health Services). Only persons who are Deaf or
Severely Hard of Hearing in a low-income household are eligible.

If your total household income meets the TAP income criteria, and you
provide proof of hearing loss, TAP funds will provide the $100 co-pay.
